C. ______ Portobelo Dr. (Mary’s place): HOA members’ daughter is selling the unit for Mary, and requested the driveway finger be planted prior to sale.

2. Brush Removal.  Maxine had contacted Toni Wanic and obtained information regarding brush removal as a fire prevention.
